The Last 24 Hours

Are you tired of winter? | think everyone | have talked to agrees that it is time for winter to
head north. A few people have gone south for a week or more (they are not as hardy as
the rest of us, or they are just smarter) | have to say | am a little envious. | like my creature
comforts and then, if winter isn’'t bad enough, along comes Lent. | am ready for “happy
thoughts”, so when we started the Soup Suppers | was a little hesitant to focus on the
season of Lent.

The first chapter of “24 Hours That Changed the World” took me to a warm place. Adam
Hamilton shot his film in Jerusalem, he talks without a coat and | felt warmer just watching
him.

Our culture likes us to focus on buying a 52 inch TV over a 32 inch TV, because we
deserve it (I do have a 51 inch TV). | am more like the disciples that fall asleep than Jesus
who knows “the hour is near” and understands life at a level | will never full grasp. When
| pray, God’s will be done, | wonder if | am trying to impress God or is it really God’s will?
