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From the Pastor’s Desk ...

“Do You Know Who You Are”
NBC is showing a series called, “Do You Know Who You Are?”.  They do genealogical
research on 7 famous people.  As I am writing this article, a Westminster member is in
Ireland doing some family research.  We are all somewhat curious about where we come
from and how that affects our life.  I recently saw part of the NBC series featuring Lisa
Kudrow.  Her great grandmother was killed by the Nazis in 1947-48.  When her father told
the story, he was choked up.  When death occurs in a family by murder, the family is
changed.  Lisa’s father grew up poor in New York, his family had to leave their home.  NBC
showed the village where Lisa’s great grandmother lived, not impressive, a humble village.
Lisa’s father worked hard and smart to become a doctor and provide for the safety and
security of his family.  It is the stories that guide families, the stories provide insight into the
family.

As we enter the season of Easter, do you know who you are?  It
is a great story, an epic story that starts with the genealogy of a
shepherd boy made king.  But even before King David is the story
of a group of slaves, Hebrews, who are freed from slavery by the
prophet Moses.  We can go further back to Abraham, the patriarch
of faith.  Faith is a thread that is woven through our family that
makes us strong, compassionate, hopeful and wise, but never
perfect.  Faith says that “our” lives, your life is important and makes a difference.  For most
of us, our story is one of adoption.  We have been grafted into the family history of Jesus
of Nazareth, his story becomes our story.  We too share the history of, “once we were
slaves in Egypt”.  On Maundy Thursday we remember the Passover.  We act out our history
and “remember” so the story guides our lives.

The Easter story
tells us about Jesus’ love, God’s love for us.  While we were unworthy, Jesus Christ died
for us.  It is a love story, filled with betrayal, confusion, clarity, weakness, strength, abusive
power, sacrificial power, death and finally resurrection!  We are changed by the faith of
Jesus Christ.  Faith changes and empowers us to face the challenges of today, because
we know “our” story.  What challenges are you facing and what stories give you insight,
strength and hope so you have the energy to create change?  

May we all honor our ancestors, knowing who we are, this Easter season.  Alleluia,
Amen.
