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From the Pastor’s Desk ...

Did You Notice?”
“I don’t know how to minister anymore,” the senior pastor of a flagging mainline church
lamented. “There was a time when faithfully preaching and teaching God’s word was
enough.  But no matter how much time I spend preparing and working to communicate the
gospel, it just doesn’t seem to make any difference.  And I know that I’m not alone, either.
Most of my colleagues are just biding their time until they can retire.”

He looked down for a moment and then wearily continued, “It’s not that we don’t believe
anymore, not even that we don’t care.  It’s that we simply don’t know what to do and we’re
tired–I’m tired–of beating my head against a brick wall.”

The above paragraph comes from a book called, “Power Surge”.  You have heard me say
this before and many people use it: “What is the definition of insanity?”  “Doing the same
thing over and over and expecting different results.”  I hear the frustration in the pastor’s
words and many books have been written that say, we can’t do “church” the way we did
and expect grow.  A popular “myth” is: “Only Pentecostal Churches are growing or at least
stable.”

Theology, is not the reason for Church growth.  Growing Churches have members that
reach out to the community and invite them to Church events (worship is just one possible
event).   Growing Churches have people that find ways to connect with folks they don’t
know in the community.  The First Presbyterian Church in Taylorville, IL had two men that
liked to play basketball.  They decided to have a basketball camp during the Summer and
200 children attended.  Several new families joined the church.  Not because of learning
how to play basketball, but because these two men had built relationships of trust and love
with others.  When Church members use their gifts to help others, it makes a difference.

Serving Jesus Christ in ways that are “natural” for you.  One of our own stories is when
Phillip Armstrong asked to do a contemporary service at Westminster.  We had over 50
people attend the first service.  When we offer this service in the Fall when Millikin students
return, we can expect a growing worship service.  This service will grow when people who
attend the service invite others to come with them.  Before, during or after the service, we
must build bonds of love and trust that spring from God’s spirit through us.  One of our
members has already done this and their friends attended when they couldn’t worship with
them.  Our challenge will be to look at our gifts and ask, what can I do to meet the needs
of another person, in the name of Jesus Christ?

Life is getting more and more exciting at Westminster!  I wonder what will be next?
