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From the Pastor’s Desk ...

Thank you for celebrating 30 years of ministry with  me!

The Rev. Dr. Jeff Hutcheson asked me to share my “call”
with the congregation on August 22. The prophet Jeremiah
had a priest as a father and he came from a long line of
priests. My father sold petroleum products to farmers. I
was surprised to find out that on my mother’s side, in
Sweden, there were several priests. My father was a
Presbyterian elder and very active in the Church. I was the
goofy kid at the Christmas program that was nervous and
laughed during the performance. Maybe Jeremiah was a
goofy kid too –– we don’t know. I believe we all have a call
to use our gifts for the glory of God. 

It has been said, do what you love and find someone to pay you to do it. That is part of a
call. I don’t think God calls us to a profession we hate, that is not how God made us.
Sometimes people have followed the call of greed –– do it for the money. It lasts for a few
years and then they do something else. I met a man in Denali, Alaska who was an engineer
by training, but by day he drove a bus in Denali National Park. He followed his “call” after
he had his degree and a few years of engineering work. God gave us happiness to know
we are following our true calling. This is also a true story, I know of a woman who believes
she is called to count dirty diapers in a laundry company. I find that hard to believe,
probably because that is not my calling. To stay in a job for 30 years I/we need to be called.

Following a call is not all joy. Jesus is our model for life and he was rewarded by the crowds
that came to see him and affirmed by people choosing to be his disciples. There were
difficult and challenging times for Jesus like the temptation of Satan in the desert and his
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journey to the cross. Because he was clear about his calling, he had the inner strength to
be faithful to God, self and others. Jesus was 30 years old before he was ready to lead
others and his messianic career only lasted 3 years. Jesus had many years of preparation
for a relatively short journey to the cross. But, it had everlasting benefits. 

I received an email from a friend in ministry in my last call. She told me about a situation
that turned “ugly”. She was grieving because when we did ministry together, there were
difficult situations, but we used our gifts to make life experiences teaching moments.
Looking back I can see I made a difference because I answered a call from people and
God. I pray I continue to make a difference as I seek God’s will and follow God’s call in
Decatur. It is a joy to serve you in the name of our Lord, Jesus Christ.

Stray Thoughts Recalling the 219 Th General Assembl y
from Ronald T. Allin, Minister of Visitation 

July 3 - 10 this summer, 712 commissioners and 200 advisory delegates :from 172~ presbyteries
met in Minneapolis. They met to consider a "contentious" number of issues devoted to
"discerning the mind of Christ." The Assembly opened with magnificent music, vocal and
instrumental, in worship and communion. 

The Assembly had elected a moderator the night before. Five pastors and one ruling elder were
voted on four times until Ruling Elder Cynthia Bolbach obtained 53% majority to become the
moderator for two years of this GA. 

The commissioners sent the Heidelberg Catechism of the 16th century, a question and answer
teaching instrument, and the Belhar Confession from South Africa written in the 1980s in
response to the racism of apartheid to the presbyteries. The Heidelberg Catechism for removing
errors in translation from German, the Belhar for its witness to antiracism. These were the only
specific belief statements before the Assembly. Many of the issues before the Assembly were
discussed with theology, Bible, and belief references. 

Worship was part of each day's agenda. Prayers, music, and witnesses were interspersed and
celebrated with enthusiasm. WorId wide service of our missionaries was honored. New
missionaries were commissioned and sent out. A paper on the relation between Christian and
Jews was sent back for revision because Palestinian Christians were left out. A paper on
Christian-Muslim relations calling for greater cooperation, dialogue, and understanding was
adopted.
